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Good Morning! 
 
In Verse 39 of Lk.10, we notice the phrase “at Jesus’ feet”, 
Which is where we get the title of the lesson this morning, “At The Savior’s Feet” 
 
Christ is in absolute control of the church, as the Bible says, 

• “ALL things (are) UNDER His Feet,  
and GAVE Him to be the HEAD over ALL things, 
TO the church,” (Eph.1:22) 

 
So -- We submit to Him as Divine Lord (2Cor.8:5) 
 
 
The Phrase, 

I. At Feet 
Is a Figure for Reverence, In Attitude of Heart 
 
In Lk.7:37-38, 

A. We See a Humble and Weeping, Penitent Woman 
• “behold, a woman in the city, which WAS a sinner,  

WHEN she knew that Jesus sat at meat in the Pharisee’s house,  
brought an alabaster box of ointment, 38 and stood at His Feet behind Him weeping,  
and began to wash His feet with tears, and did wipe them with the hairs of her head,  
and kissed His Feet, and anointed them with the ointment.” (that’s Lk.7:37-38) 

 
In Lk.8:35, we find 

B. Rest and Relief, for a Converted Man 
• “Then they went out to see what was done; and came to Jesus,  

and found the man, out of whom the devils were departed,  
sitting AT THE FEET of Jesus, clothed, and in his right mind: and they were afraid.” (Lk.8:35) 

 
In Lk.17:15-19, we see 

C. A Grateful Giver-of-Thanks 
 
Notice the passage: 

• “one of them, WHEN he saw that he was healed,  
turned back, and with a LOUD voice GLORIFIED God,  
16 and fell down on his face AT HIS FEET, giving Him thanks:  
and he was a Samaritan.  17 And Jesus answering said,  
Were there not ten cleansed? but where are the nine?  
18 There are not found that returned to give glory to God, save this stranger.  
19 And He said unto him, Arise, go thy way: thy FAITH hath made thee WHOLE.” (Lk.17:15-19) 

 
In Rev.1:17, we find 

D. A Saint Overwhelmed in Reverence 
• “And when I saw him, I fell AT HIS FEET as dead.  

And He (that is, Christ Jesus) laid His right hand upon me, saying unto me,  
Fear NOT; I AM the first and the last:” (Rev.1:17) 
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At The Savior’s Feet, includes 

II. Submission  
Which Must Be Complete, OR it is Not Submission at all 
 

A. Every Accountable Being is a Spiritual Slave 
 
Notice these few passages. 

• “While they promise them liberty, they themselves are the servants of corruption:  
for OF whom a man is overcome, OF the same, is he brought in bondage.” (2Pet.2:19) 

 
You and I are in subjection to something, or someone;  
If not to God, then to Satan and Sin 

• “Know ye not, that TO WHOM ye yield yourselves SERVANTS to OBEY,  
his SERVANTS ye ARE, to whom ye OBEY;  
whether OF sin unto DEATH,  
or OF obedience unto RIGHTEOUSNESS?” (Rom.6:16) 
 

• “for ALL have SINNED, and come SHORT of the glory of God;” (Rom.3:23) 
 
The Ephesians were ONCE in subjection to satan / sin / lusts, 

• “…Who WERE dead in trespasses and sins;  
2 wherein in Time PAST ye walked according to the COURSE of this world,  
according to the PRINCE of the power of the air,  
the spirit that now WORKETH in the children of DIS-Obedience:  
3 among whom also, we all HAD our conversation in Times PAST in the LUSTS of our flesh,  
fulfilling the DESIRES of the flesh and of the mind;  
and were by NATURE, the children of WRATH, even as others.” (Eph.2:1-3) 

 
 

B. We were Liberated in Order to be Subjected 
• “For he that is called IN the Lord, being a servant, is the Lord’s FREE-MAN:  

likewise also he that is called, being free, is Christ’s SERVANT.” (1Cor.7:22) 
 
 

C. Therefore we are AT HIS FEET in Subjection as an Act of Free Will  
 
Rev.4:10-11 says that, 

• “the four and twenty elders FALL DOWN before Him, that sat on the Throne,  
and WORSHIP Him that liveth for ever and ever, and cast their crowns before the Throne,  
saying, 11 Thou art WORTHY, O Lord, to RECEIVE glory and honour and power:  
for Thou hast CREATED all things, and for Thy PLEASURE, they ARE and WERE created.” (Rev.4:10-11) 

 
Some want "Cafeteria Style Religion", where One Pick’s and choose’s, 
But a CHRISTIAN is TOTALLY Submitted. 

• “What? know ye NOT that your body is the TEMPLE of the Holy Spirit, which is IN you,  
which ye HAVE of God, and ye are NOT your own?  20 For ye are BOUGHT with a PRICE:  
therefore GLORIFY God IN your body, and IN your spirit, which ARE God’s.” (1Cor.6:19-20) 
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At The Savior’s Feet,  

III. Means 
Permanently Committed Souls,  
TO His Power & Keeping. 
 

A. AT HIS FEET, there is Usefulness 
• “I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God,  

that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God,  
which is your reasonable service (OR spiritual service).” (Rom.12:1) 
 

• “Meats for the belly, and the belly for meats:  
BUT God shall DESTROY both it and them.  
Now the body is NOT for fornication, BUT for the Lord;  
and the Lord FOR the body.” (1Cor.6:13) 

 

 

B. AT HIS FEET, there is Security 
• “HUMBLE yourselves therefore UNDER the Mighty Hand of God, that He may EXALT you in due time:  

7 CASTING all your care UPON Him; for He careth FOR you.” (1Pet.5:6-7) 
 
At His Feet, there is Freedom FROM fear 

• “Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, 
I will fear NO evil: for Thou art WITH me; 
Thy rod and Thy staff, they COMFORT me.” (Psa.23:4) 
 

• “So that we may BOLDLY say, The Lord IS my HELPER,  
and I will NOT fear what man shall DO unto me.” (Heb.13:6) 

 

 
He is at our side, IF we are AT HIS FEET 

• Jesus said, “My sheep HEAR My voice, and I KNOW them, and they FOLLOW Me:  
28 and I GIVE unto them eternal LIFE; and they shall NEVER perish,  
NEITHER shall any man PLUCK them OUT of My Hand.” (Jn.10:27-28) 

 

 

C. AT HIS FEET, there is Peace 
• “the PEACE of God, which passeth all understanding,  

shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus.” (Phil.4:7) 
 
At His Feet, All the Justified Can Rest Assured 

• “Therefore being justified by faith,  
we have PEACE with God through our Lord Jesus Christ:” (Rom.5:1) 

 
Thus, the faithful can have calmness and quiet, EVEN in turmoil 

• “I exhort therefore, that, first of all, supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks,  
be made FOR all men; 2 FOR kings, and FOR all that are in authority;  
that we may LEAD a quiet and PEACEABLE life, in ALL godliness and honesty.” (1Tim.2:1-2) 
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D. AT HIS FEET, there is Instruction 
• “Now it came to pass, AS they WENT, that He ENTERED into a certain village:  

and a certain woman named Martha RECEIVED Him into her house.  
 

39 And she had a sister called Mary, which also sat AT JESUS’ FEET, and HEARD His Word.  
 

40 But Martha was CUMBERED about much serving, and came to Him,  
and said, Lord, dost thou not care that my sister hath left me to serve alone?  
bid her therefore that she help me.  
 

41 And Jesus answered and said unto her, Martha, Martha,  
thou art careful and troubled about many things:  
42 but one thing is needful: and Mary hath chosen that good part,  
which shall not be taken away from her.” (Lk.10:38-42) 

 

Like Mary, we know there is ONE THING NEEDFUL. 
 

HE IS Life, HAS Life, and GIVES Life 

• “And Jesus said unto them, I AM the bread of LIFE:  
he that COMETH to Me, shall NEVER hunger;  
and he that BELIEVETH on Me, shall NEVER thirst.” (Jn.6:35) 

 

• Peter said, “…THOU (that is, Christ Jesus) hast the WORDS of eternal LIFE.” (Jn.6:68) 
 

He alone gives satisfaction 

• “BLESSED are they which DO hunger and thirst AFTER righteousness: for they shall be FILLED.” 
(Matt.5:6) 
 

• “ALL SCRIPTURE is GIVEN by inspiration OF God, and IS profitable, 
FOR doctrine,  FOR reproof,  FOR correction,  FOR instruction IN RIGHTEOUSNESS:” (2Tim.3:16) 

 

 

IV. His Ultimate Victory? 
• All Enemies UNDER His Feet! 

 

A. Our Savior Par-took of Flesh, to DESTROY Satan, Sin and Eternal Death 
• “He that COMMITETH sin,  is OF the devil;  for the devil sinneth FROM the beginning.  

For this PURPOSE, the Son of God was MANIFESTED,  
that He might DESTROY the works of the devil.” (1Jn.3:8) 
 

• “Forasmuch then AS the children are PARTAKERS of flesh and blood,  
He ALSO Himself, likewise, TOOK PART of the same;  
that THROUGH death,  He might DESTROY him, 
that HAD the power of death, that is, the devil;” (Heb.2:14) 

 

Our Saviour CONQUERED Spiritual Powers 

• “having SPOILED principalities and powers,  
He MADE a shew of them OPENLY,  triumphing OVER them in it.” (Col.2:15) 

 
And Our Saviour BROKE the power of death, which was 

• “…MADE manifest, by the APPEARING of our Saviour Jesus Christ,  
who hath ABOLISHED death,  and hath BROUGHT life and immortality to LIGHT, 
THROUGH the gospel:” (2Tim.1:10) 
 

• “For He must REIGN, till He hath put ALL enemies UNDER HIS FEET.  
26 The last ENEMY that shall be destroyed is DEATH.” (1Cor.15:25-26) 
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B. The Savior will Lead us through Victories, to the Final Triumph 
 
…IF we will SUBMIT to Him 

• “For it became Him,   FOR WHOM are all things, and BY WHOM are all things,  
in BRINING many sons UNTO glory,  
to MAKE the captain of their salvation perfect, THROUGH sufferings.” (Heb.2:10) 
 

• “Wherefore seeing we also are COMPASSED about,  WITH so great a CLOUD of WITNESSES,  
let us LAY ASIDE every weight, and the sin, which doth so EASILY beset us,  
 

and let us RUN with patience, the race that is SET before us,  
2 LOOKING unto Jesus, the author and finisher of our faith;  
 

who for the JOY,  that was SET before Him,  ENDURED the cross, DESPISING the shame,  
and is SET down at the right hand of the Throne of God.” (Heb.12:1-2) 

 
 

IN-CONCLUSION: 
 
Our Savior suffered for us; We ought to bow AT HIS FEET 

• “Wherefore God also hath highly EXALTED Him,  
and GIVEN Him a NAME, which is ABOVE every name:  
10 that at the NAME of Jesus, EVERY knee should BOW,  
of things IN heaven, and things IN earth, and things UNDER the earth;  
11 and that EVERY tongue should CONFESS that Jesus Christ IS Lord,  
to the GLORY of God the Father.” (Phil.2:9-11) 

 
Will you do so NOW in Obedience? 

• Jesus “…became the AUTHOR of eternal SALVATION  
unto all them that OBEY Him;” (Heb.5:9) 

 
So, COME… 

• Believing (Jn.8:24; Heb.11:6),  

• Repenting (Lk.13:3; Acts 17:30; 2Pet.3:9; 1Jn.1:9; Jn.8:11),  

• Confessing (Acts 8:37; Matt.10:32-33; Rom.10:9-10),  

• Be Baptized INTO Christ (Gal.3:26-27; Rom.6:3-5; Mk.16:16; 1Pet.3:21; Acts 22:16) 
…Where ALL “spiritual blessings” exist (Eph.1:3)  
 

• And Remain Faithful (Rev.2:10), or Endure until the end (Matt.24:13)? 
 

The Lord invites, and we await to assist you.
